In addition to providing an opportunity to
showcase your cake decorating skills, we have plamed many exciting demonstrations throughout
the weekend, and have arranged for numerous prizes to be awarded.

Rules and Regulations:

1. All entries in the Wedding Cake Competition MUST be received by the preregistration date above.
Entries will not be a ccepted after this date. Complete the attached form, and mail with payment to
the address above.

2. This competition is open to all adults age 18 and over. You may enter as many times as you wish.
There will be no refund of entry fee(s) for any reason.

3. You must design and execute a wedding cake (minimum 3 tiers) During a consultation with our
imaginary couple, weOve collected information for you to use in designing your cake. At least four (4)
specific pieces of information collected from the interview must be clearly visible in your display. See
the attached information sheet for the full list of information you have at your disposal.

4. Real cakes or cake dummies are acceptable. Cake dummies must be able to be reproduced in cake
form. Sculpted cakes must bemade of real cake; submission of at least two inprogress photos is
required for sculpted cakes.

5. Each entrant will be provided a 480 round table (standard height 29-30 inches) on which the cake is to
be displayed. The table will be dressed with a white tablecloth that reaches the floor. You are
welcome to augment the basic setup as you wish, but there is no separate score for table dressing.
Any table dressing may be incorporated into the score for overall impression. Your overall display
should be in proportion to the table. A replacement fee of $50.00 will be charged if the cloth is
damaged.

6. The entrant may have assistance in setting up the table and the cake; howeverall work on the
display must be the sole work of the entrant.  Assistants who have not also entered a display in the
show will be expected to pay the public admission fee.

Entries must be original and must not have been displayed before.

8. While every precaution will be taken to ensure that your display is not touched and/or damaged, W.
T. Woodson High School, the International Cake Exploration SocietZ (ICES) and the Virginia Chapter
of ICES will not be liable for any loss or damage during the time of the show. Use expensive or
irreplaceable table decorations at your own risk.

9. Plastic items, such as tier separators, may be used on the cake for the completion of the design.
However, other plastic items on the cake or table decoration may lose points in judging. No Cold
Porcelain will be allowed. We encourage the use of sugar and other edble mediums throughout your
display.

10. Each display will be judged on a 100-point scale. Grand Prize, 29 Place, 3 Place and 4" Place will
be awarded for overall score. In case of ties, the Judges will reconsider the displays in question in
order to break the tie. The decisions of the judges will be final. Displays will be judged on the
following criteria:

Incorporation of Required Elements Difficulty of techniques used (15 pts)
(15 pts) Skill (15 pts)

Originality & creativity (10 pts) Use of color (10 pts)

Neatness of cake covering (5 pts) Overall appearance (20 pts)
Neatness of decorations on c&e (10

pts)

11. Anyone winning the Grand Prize in the Wedding Cake Competition 2 years in a row must sit out the
following year, but is welcome to enter the divisional show.

The Show Committee and the judges reserve the right to disqualify displays that, at their discretion, are
in poor taste or fail to adhere to these rules.

Displays must remain on display until 5:00pm on the last day of the show. = They may be picked up
from 5:00pm to 6:00 pm. Any displays not picked up by 6:00pm become the property of the National
Capital Area Cake Show and will be disposed of according to the wishes of the organizers.

Displays may be set up during the times indicated above. Atthe end of the setup period, all work must
stop, and the display area will be cleared. Judging will commence promptly on time. Any entry not
checked in and set up by the time judging starts may be displayed but will not be judged. You may
park in front of the school to unload your cake but cars must be removed as soon as possible to allow
others to unload. Parking is in the schoolOs parking lot.

Awards and prizes will be distributed during the Awards Ceremony. If you cannot attend the

ceremony, please make arrangements for someone to collect your prize if you should win. Prizes will
not be mailed. Each entrant will be given a ballot to cast a vote for the DecoratorOs Choice award.
Members of the general public will be provided with ballots for the PeopleOs Choice award. All entries
in both the wedding cake competition and the divisional competition will be considered together for
these two awards.

Entries may be photographed and photos used by NCACS for promotional purposes. The photo
release form must be signed. If you like, you may purchase an 8x10 print of the photo to be mailed to
you after the show.

No advertising of any kind is allowed on or near display tables. Entries must be made in the name of
the individual who completed the entry, NOT A BUSINESS NAME. Advertising is available in the
event program; contact the organizers for more information. The program advertising deadline is the
same as the preregistration deadline above. The organizers reserve the right to refuse any alvertising,
at their sole discretion. Unmanned promotional tables are available for rental. Promotional tables will
reside in the hallway outside of the cake room and vendor floor and may contain any sort of
promotional and advertising material that does not identify your display(s). Promotional tables are not
to be manned, and no direct selling will be allowed from the tables. Contact the show organizers for
more information. Entrants are welcome to leave business cards at the hostess table to be takeby the
public. Business cards and/or accompanying literature may not identify the entrantOs display(s).
